Another milestone in C=TA Caribou opera-
tions was passed on 17 June when the 500,
000 passenger since 1 Jan 67 waz trans-
ported on this aireraft. SPL Roy M. Jones
of Company C, 5th Special Foreces who
boarded the Caribou aircraft at Da Nang AB
Vietnam was picked for this honor by ol
N.T. Lawrence, 483d Troop C:
Deputy Commander for COperaticus.

Day=-in and day-out the flight crews of
the six troop carrier soguadrons have
carried a daily average of 3,000 neisons.
Whether it be fully eouipped combat troops,
air evacuation cof wounded personnel from
airfields in the battle zones, Vietnamese
military perscmnel and their families or
USO shows and personnel changine stations,
this operation has been carried out under
conditions that often precluded ithe use of
any other type of aircraft.

During this came time the C~7A has trans-
ported over 100,000 total tons of cargo of
all types, flown over 70,000 sorties and
logged more than 45,700 flying nhours.

On the occasion of heing picked as the
hal’-millionth passenger, SP4L Jones was
presented with an honcrary pass signed by
Colonel Paul J, Mascot, L4&83rd Troop Carrier
Wing Commander, to ride on the Caribou
anytime during his remaining tour of duty
in Vietnam. He arrived in-countrv on 7
Jan 67, is married and has four children
waiting for his return to Fayetteville,
North Carolina.

Captain Peter J. Morant distinguished
himself by galiantry in connection wit
military operations against ar oprosing
armed force at Tri BiL Special Forces camp,
RVN, on 30 August 66. Cn that date, Capt
Morant volunteered to participate on an
emergency resupply mission of ammunition
to the besieged Special Forces camp, Tri
Bi. The 2ircraft departed Vha Trang Mir
Base, RVN in adverse wealher conditions,
requiring skill and keen judp=ment by Capti
Morant tc penetrate the hazardous mountain
terrain and an 8,000 foot thick overcast
wilh limited navigational aids. Tri Bi
was located despite weather conditions.
Radio contact was established with friendly
forces and drop instructions recuested,
Friendly ground foreces informed Captain
Morant that the entire area was surrounded
by uniriendly forees and that all areas
were extremely hot with intense automatic
weapons fire and smal® arms fire expected
along all avpprecaches Lo their drop zone.
Capt Morant learred that for the drop to
be effective, he would be required to
position the ammunition on the entrance
gate. The only vpossible way for Cart
Morant to accomplish the task, would be
from an extremely low altitude and a com=
pletely defenseless airspeed of 100 knots,
Positioning his aircoraft on firal approach
a mere 3C0O feet ahove the tree tops, the
initial drep configuration was established
and the load dealared hot by the Crew

approach, the alrcraft was laced by antos
matic weapons fire and thz Crew Chieft
wounded and disabled, Preserving his
skill and judgement, Captain Morant guick-
ly and meticulouslv explained drop pro-
cedures over interphone to another crew
member available in the cargc area.

craft and debriefed the crews.

The next morning, long before roosters
start to crow, the AODD and his assistant
can be found at work. Thelr duly requires
them to be at work 1 hours prior to the
first scheduled teke=sff, so this means
arriving at Operations usually arcund 0330
or O40C hours. One of the Air Operations
Specialist's first tasks is to insure
pienty of hot ecoffee is evailable for the
crews departing that morning.

MSgt Coats, WOOIC of the 483rd CAMROW
AGE Branch, recently used his initiatiwve
and ingenuity to modify a condemned F=b
refueling trailer into a portable wehicle
wash facility. This trailer was modified
oy SSgt Loose and ALC Whitten i{o alliow
two water hoses to be operzted simulta-
neously, allowing expedient washing of
aircraft.

On 19 June 67, this unit was placed in
an assembly line with 2 vacuum cleaner and
solvent spray unit to set up 2 spesdy car
wash facility for the purpose oi washing
all wvehicles belonging to the L83rd TCW at
Cam Ranh Bay.

The speedy car wash utilized three sta-
tions and 11 men. The firsi station
emptied ash trays, swept and/or wvacuumed
as required. The second station scrubbed
the interior and exterior and spraysd
cleaning fluid on the engine, and under
the fenders; e&tc., then rinsed all the
soapy water and cleaning solvent off. The
third station then immediately dried the
vehicle down; cleaning the windows, instru-
ment panels, etc.

These men started to work at 0800 hours
and completed at 1600 hours, taking an
hour and a half off for lunch, thus giving
them only six hours and thirty minutes to
completely wash the interiocr, exterior,
engine and underside of 57 wvehicles prang—
ing from jeeps; to forklifts, to a 5~ton
M-2L6 wrecker., This was an average of
11.53 minutes per vehicle to completely
clean the wvehicles,
