The park is part of the family
estate of a wealthy Florida timber
family. In 1963, Lois Maxon bought
and renovated the home, creating a
showplace for her family heirlooms
and antiques. The house holds the
second largest known collection of
Louis XVI furniture in the U.S.

National Naval
Aviation Museum

On Friday, 17 October, we will go
by chartered bus to tour the National
Naval Aviation Museum in Pensa-
cola. The museum is of comparable
quality to the National Museum of
the USAF and the Smithsonian Air
and Space Museum.

It is the world’s largest Naval
Aviation museum and one of the
most-visited museums in the state of
FL. Share the excitement of Naval
Aviation’s rich history and see more
than 150 beautifully restored aircraft
representing Navy, Marine Corps,
and Coast Guard Aviation. These
historic and one-of-a-kind aircraft
are displayed both inside the Mu-
seum’s nearly 350,000 square feet
of exhibit space and outside on its
37-acre grounds.

There are biplanes of the Great
War, record-setters, experimental
platforms and survivors of epic aer-
ial battles. In service, they splashed
through Pacific swells, slammed
down on the pitching decks of air-
craft carriers, flew through hails of
gunfire and blasted to the stars. The
museum features over 150 beauti-
fully restored aircraft, including rare
and one-of-a-kind flying machines
such as the NC-4 (first to cross the
Atlantic by air), SBD Dauntless
Bureau Number 2106 (a veteran

of the Battle of Midway), the Que
Sera Sera (first aircraft to land at the
South Pole), the last combat F-14D
Tomcat, and many, many more.

The exhibits provide a closer look
at people and events that shaped
our history. From vintage uniforms
and historic documents displayed
in brilliant mahogany display cases,
to dioramas that transport visitors
to the World War | Western Front,
Main Street U.S.A. in 1943, and the
depths of Lake Michigan.
